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ABSTRACT

The Abstract must be concise and informative summarising the main themes of the paper and should not exceed 300 words. It must be written in English following British (and not American) spelling within a printing box of 16cm x 21cm. The main text of the abstract must be written in 12pt, Arial, Justified in a single column and should be single spaced. Include no more than six key words left aligned, in 12pt Arial. The keyword line must begin with the words Key words: boldfaced and be separated by 12pt space from the abstract.

general specifications

The abstract should be contained in the first page of the paper. The main body of the paper should begin on the second page. Files should be submitted in MS Word format (or compatible) to Ms. Marianne Halforty M.Halforty@gcal.ac.uk by the end of the deadline (31st January 2007). Selected papers will appear in the journals Accounting Forum and Engineering Sustainability. Even though there is no limit on the length of the contributions for the conference, authors are advised to stay within the limits of the journals that have agreed to publish the selected articles from the conference. The word limit for Engineering Sustainability is 5000 while Accounting Forum does not have a word limit.  

2
title and affiliations 

Title, Author(s), Affiliation(s), Key words and the abstract must be contained in the first page of the article. The title should be written in 14pt, boldface Arial, Centered and should be 1.5 spaced if it is longer than a line. Full name of the author/s should be written in 12pt boldface Arial, Centered and be separated by a 12pt space from the main title. In the case of joint authorships, the name of the author who is expected to present the paper at the Congress must be indicated with an asterisk. Author's affiliation must be written in 10pt Arial, Justified and single spaced and be separated by a 12pt space from the author’s names. Different affiliations should not be separated by space lines.

MAin headings

3.1
Secondary headings

The main headings should be written left aligned, in 12pt, boldface and all capital Arial style. There should be a 12pt space before the main headings. There should not be a blank line between main and secondary headings. 

3.2
Secondary headings

Secondary headings should be written left aligned, 12 pt, boldface Arial, with an initial capital for first word only. There should be a 12pt space before the secondary headings (except in the case that the secondary heading is directly after a main heading).

4
HEADers and page numbers

The first page has to include the Editorial Heading, as shown in the first page of these instructions. Successive pages must include the name of the first author followed by the abbreviation et al. in cases of co-authored papers. Page numbers should be included in the bottom and centre of each page except the first one.

main text

The main text of the article should be written 12pt Arial, single-spaced, Justified and in one column. 

6
tables, figures and equations

All tables should be numbered consecutively and captioned. Captions should be written 10pt Arial at the top of the table. Bold letters should be used for the main categories of the table. 12pt space should separate the table from the text. No space should separate the caption from the table.

Displayed equation must be numbered, using Arabic numbers in parentheses. It should be centered, leaving a 6pt space above and below to separate it from the surrounding text. In general only equations explicitly referred to in the text need to be numbered. 

The following example is a single line equation:

Give the meaning of all symbols immediately after the equation in which they are first used. Greek letters and other non-Latin or handwritten symbols should be explained in the margin where they are first used. Levels of statistical significance which can be mentioned without any further explanation are P<0.05, P<0.01, P<0.001.

All figures should be numbered consecutively and captioned. The caption title should be written in 10pt Arial, Centered. 12pt spaces should separate the figure from the surrounding text.

7
format of references 

· References should be quoted in the text by referring to the author's name (without initial) and year of publication and grouped together at the end of the paper. Publications by the same author(s) in the same year should be listed as 2006a, 2006b,etc. 

· Examples: "According to Horner (2000)...". "such a finding has also been confirmed by others (Hardcastle and Price, 2000; Bebbington, 1995)". 

· If reference is made in the text to a publication written by more than two authors, the name of the first author should be used followed by "et al." However this designation should be avoided in the reference list where the names of all authors and co-authors should be mentioned. 

· The list of references should be arranged alphabetically on authors' names, and chronologically per author. If an author's name in the list is also mentioned with co-authors, the following order should be used: publications of the single author, arranged according to publication dates; publications of the same author with one co-author; publications of the author with more than one co-author. The reference list should be written in 10 pt. Arial, Centered. Different references should be separated by a 10pt space between them. 

· Sample reference style for journal papers, chapters in edited tomes, conference papers and books are included below. References in the reference list should be separated by blank lines. 
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
